Proposition A will amend the San Diego County Charter to ensure Fair and Open Competition for
County construction contracts. It will prohibit the County from requiring the use of project labor

agreements on County construction projects except where required by state or federal law.

A project labor agreement is a pre-hire collective bargaining agreement with a labor union that

establishes the employment rules for a construction project, usually to give special advantages to

labor union workers and the firms that hire them. These “union-only” agreements disadvantage

the 83% of the construction workers who choose not to join a union. It is unfair to make a worker
join a union, or pay into a union pension fund, just so he can work on a taxpayer funded project.

Our tax dollars should be spent on county construction projects that treat all workers fairly, both
union and non-union. Everyone deserves the opportunity to compete for the jobs for which their

tax dollars pay.

Proposition A is a smart investment in our region's future. The County Grand Jury recently
released a report showing the county had saved $80 million by using open competition practices.
Future Boards will manage more projects worth millions of dollars and those contracts will be
awarded based on quality, economy, efficiency, and safety. No more sweetheart deals for unions.

Proposition A stops the Board of Supervisors from imposing these “union-only” deals on San
Diego County construction projects. It does not regulate private construction contracts or the
contracts of other government entities.

If Proposition A is approved, all qualified contractors, both union and non-union, will have the

opportunity to compete for County construction contracts. Oceanside, Chula Vista, Fresno, and

Orange County have enacted similar laws to promote Fair and Open Competition in their
government contracting.

Now San Diego County voters will have the opportunity to put Fair and Open competition in our
County Charter to preserve taxpayer resources and promote jobs for future generations.
